
Goals for this unit:

1. Students will learn about the kitchen, the living room, the bathroom and the bedroom; students will talk about and describe their homes.

2. Students will learn about “open” and “close,” “turn on” and “turn off” and five prepositions.
Assignment reminder: Your students will bring in a picture from their home that shows one of the rooms.  It can be a photo or a drawing for those without a camera.

Materials Needed for this Unit

Activity 1:   Overhead picture of a house, pictures that students brought of their home.

Activity 2:   Floor plan, pictures of a kitchen for the overhead projector and for 

        each pair of students in the class.  The floor plan is at the end of the unit.

Activity 4:   Floor plan, pictures of a living room for the overhead projector and 

        for each pair of students in the class.

Activity 5:   Floor plan, pictures of a bathroom for the overhead projector and 

        for each pair of students in the class.

Activity 6:   Floor plan, pictures of a bedroom for the overhead projector and 

 
        for each pair of students in the class.

Activity 7:   Pictures of all four rooms.

Activity 9:   Ball or balloon. 

Activity 12: Picture of prepositions for overhead projector and one for each student, a 

        box, ball, 5 prepositions written on construction paper.

Activity 13:  Pictures of rooms for the overhead projector and for each pair of students.

Activity 14:  Copies of “Draw a Room” worksheet for each pair of students.

Activity 1 – Introduction to Homes

1. Put a picture of a house on the overhead projector. Ask, “What is this? What do you see in the picture?” Allow your students to make comments about the picture.

2. Say, “Today we will talk about homes. A home can be big or little (make the motions with your hands to demonstrate the difference in size). A home can be an apartment or a house.” Ask several students, “Where do you live?” If they answer by giving their address, ask them if they live in a house or an apartment.

3. Ask your students to show the picture of their home that they brought to class. Ask if anyone can say what room it is and describe what is in it. If students don’t have a picture of their home, the teacher should have pictures from magazines available.

Activity 2 – The Kitchen

1. Put the floor plan of four rooms on the overhead projector. Give each student a copy of the floor plan. Tell your students that this is a floor plan of a home. Read each word together and then say, “Today we will begin with the kitchen,” (point to the word).

2. Put the picture of the kitchen on the overhead projector. Say, “This is the kitchen.” Repeat that phrase and then ask the class, “What room is this?” They should answer, “This is the kitchen.” Ask the question again to a few students.

3. Ask students to tell you what they see in the picture. Focus on no more than 5 things in the kitchen. Write each word on the board. Here is a suggestion for five words:

Stove

Sink


Cabinet

Table

Refrigerator

If students want to know the names of other items in the picture, tell them. But 

for the whole class, don’t talk about more than 5 new words.


4. Ask the class to repeat each word with you. Then ask a student to come up and point to an item in the picture. For example: “Kelly, please point to the sink.”  Point to the word on the board.  Repeat with another word and another student.  

5. Now, you point to an item in the picture and ask students, “What is this?’ They should answer, “It is the sink.” Ask about all 5 items you have introduced.

6. Divide the class into pairs. Give each pair of students a picture of a kitchen. One student should point to an item and ask, “What is this?” The other student should answer, “It is the sink.”  After one student asks “What is this?“ about the 5 items and the other student answers, the students should switch roles.

7. Ask the students to write each new word on their floor plan, in the box for kitchen. Put the floor plan on the overhead projector and demonstrate. Then ask students to write all 6 new words, including the word “kitchen,” on their flashcards. Remind them to put the English word on one side and the word in their native language, or a picture, on the other side.

Activity 3 – What do you do?

1. Put the picture of the kitchen on the overhead projector. Ask, “What do you do in the kitchen?”  Write on the board what your students say. Read each phrase together with the whole class. Some activities could be:

Cook dinner

Wash dishes

Eat 

2. Act out each activity that you have written and ask your students to guess what it is. 

3. Ask for a student volunteer to come to the front of the room and act out an activity. The rest of the class should say what they are doing.

4. Have your students copy each phrase in their notebooks.

Activity 4 – The Living Room

1. Put the picture of the living room on the overhead projector. Say, “This is the living room.” Have students repeat the phrase with you. 

2. Repeat all the steps listed in Activity 2. Here is a suggestion for five new words:




Sofa




Chair




Lamp




Television




Rug


3. When you are finished, repeat all the steps listed in Activity 3 – What do you do? Some ideas for activities that are done in the living room are:




Watch T.V.




Read the newspaper




Play a game




Activity 5 – The Bathroom

1. Put the picture of the bathroom on the overhead projector. Say, “This is the bathroom.” Have students repeat the phrase with you. Practice the pronunciation for the “th” sound in “bath” by putting your tongue between your teeth. 

2. Repeat all the steps listed in Activity 2. Here is a suggestion for the five new words:





Toilet

Bathtub

Shower

Soap

Towel

3. When you are finished, repeat all the steps listed in Activity 3 – What do you do? Some ideas for activities that are done in the bathroom are:

Take a bath

Brush your teeth

Wash your hands

Comb your hair

Activity 6 – The Bedroom

1. Put the picture of the bedroom on the overhead projector. Say, “This is the bedroom.” Have students repeat the phrase with you.

2. Repeat all the steps listed in Activity 2. Here is a suggestion for the five new words:

Bed




Pillow




Blanket




Chest of drawers




Closet

3. When you are finished, repeat all the steps listed in Activity 3 – What do you do? Some ideas for activities that are done in the bedroom are:

Sleep




Get dressed




Get out of bed

Activity 7 – What is your home like?

1. Show each picture of the four rooms on the overhead projector. Allow students to say anything they remember from the previous activities. Remind students of the five key words for each room.

2. Ask, “What other things can be found in every room?” In this step you want to focus on the words “wall,” “ceiling,” and “floor.” If no one mentions them, point to them in the room and then write the words on the board.  

3. Divide the class into groups of three. Demonstrate the activity by describing one room in your home. The students should choose one room in their home and describe it to their group. The description can be simple – “My living room has a sofa and a chair. It has a rug.” Ask students to remember to talk about the walls, floors and ceilings in their home.

4. Allow at least 15 minutes for this activity. Walk around and make sure everyone is participating. Help the students remember words for each room.

5. Ask a student from each group to talk about what they learned from the others in their group. For example: “San has a sofa and Ming has a television.”

6. Write some of the descriptions that students give on the board. Have students copy these sentences in their notebooks. Have students write the new words from this activity on their flashcards.

Activity 8 – Open and Close, Turn On and Turn Off

1. Say, “Some things are in every room.  They are here in the classroom.”  Go to the door and open it.  Ask, “What is this?”  Go to the window and ask, “What is this?”  Write “door” and “window” on the board.

2. Next, write the words “Open” and “Close” on the board. Ask the class to read each word with you. Ask a few students to say the word by themselves. Demonstrate open and close with both the door and the window (if you have a window that will open).  

3. Ask a student to open the door. Say, “Please open the door.”  Ask another student to close the door.  Repeat with the window.

4. Say, “The other thing that every room needs is light.” Ask, “What gives light?” If your students do not give an answer, talk about the window again and then talk about the light on the ceiling. Say, “When it is dark, I have to turn on the light.” Demonstrate by turning off the light in the room and then turning it on.

5. Write “Turn on” and “Turn off” on the board. Ask the class to read the words with you.  Ask a few students to say the words by themselves. Ask a few students to turn on or turn off the light.

6. Divide the students into pairs and have them take turns asking and doing these four things – open, close, turn on, turn off.  They should say please when doing the asking.

7. Have the students write the words “door, window, open, close, light, turn on, turn off” on their flashcards.  Remind them to write the English word on one side and then draw a picture of the word or write the word in their native language on the other side.

Activity 9 – Circle Review

1. Remind students of the instructions: The class will stand in a circle and you will toss a ball or balloon to each other. Each time a student catches the ball, they must answer a question or say a word about the topic you are reviewing.

2. Do a circle review with all the room words you have been learning in class. Include in this review the new words from Activity 7 and 8.

Activity 10 – Culture Talk – Visitors in your home

1. Write the word “Culture” on the board. In this culture talk you want your students to talk about having visitors in the home.

2. Talk about the student’s native country. Some important questions to ask are:

· In your country, do people visit each other’s homes?

· Do you call first or just arrive without an invitation?

· Do people only visit for special occasions, such as holidays?

· When you have visitors, do you offer them food?

· What kind of food do you give?

· How long do visitors stay? Do you ever tell your visitors that it is time to leave?

Write your students’ comments on the board. Read all the sentences together. Have your students copy the sentences in their notebooks. 

Activity 11 – The Guest and the Host

1. Write the words “Host” and “Guest” on the board. Explain the meaning of these words. The host is the person who lives in the house.  The guest is someone who visits a house.

2. Tell your students they will be actors. Today they will have someone visit their home. Demonstrate the conversation with a student first. The teacher should be the host and the students should be the guest. This is a possible conversation:

Guest:
Knock, knock (demonstrate by knocking on the table)

Host: 
Hello! (Pretend to open door)

Guest:
Hello.

Host:
Please come in.

Guest:
Thank you.

Host:
Please sit down. How are you?

Guest:      Fine, thank you! You have a nice home.

Host: 
Thank you.

3. Repeat the conversation several times. Then have two other students demonstrate it.   When students seem to know the dialogue, divide the class in pairs.  They should take turns being the guest and the host. Walk around and help with vocabulary.

4. If students are willing to continue, have a conversation where the host offers the guest something to drink and something to eat. 

5. Write the dialogue on the board. Have students copy it in their notebooks.

Activity 12 – Prepositions

(Next to, in, on, in front of, and between)

1. Put the transparency of prepositions on the overhead projector. Give each student a paper copy. Your class will focus on these five prepositions to help them describe their homes. To introduce the prepositions, give a simple explanation such as: “These are words that help us talk about where things are.”

2. Point to each preposition. Read it, then ask students to repeat the word with you. Demonstrate each preposition with a box and a small ball, or another small object. Say the preposition, then place the object in that position and repeat the preposition. For example: “In,” (put the ball in the box), “In.” For the word “between” use the box and another object such as a book.

3. Place the object in a position and ask, “Where is the ball?” Allow your students to shout out the preposition. They can say, “It is next to the box” or “next to box” or “next to.” What is important is that they say the right preposition.

4. Ask students to come up to the front of the room and demonstrate each preposition. You say the word and the students should place the object in that position. Then allow a few students to hold the object and let the class tell them where to put it.

5. Ask students to look around the room and find an example of each preposition: next to, on, in, between and in front of.   Write each preposition on a piece of construction paper. When a student finds an example of a preposition, tape the word to that object. For example, the book is on the table. Tape the word “on” to the book.

6. Divide the class into pairs. Using a pen or pencil on their desk, one student should say a preposition and the other student should place the pen in that position. After they practice all five words, they should switch roles and practice again.

7. Ask students to write the words on their flashcards. Practice!! Review these prepositions every day by asking students questions about objects in the room.

Activity 13 – Where is the television?

1. Review the five prepositions already discussed. Write each one on the board. Then, put a picture of a living room on the overhead projector. Point to each object that you discussed in Activity 4, such as sofa and chair, and say where the object is located. For example, “The television is on the table,” or “The chair is on the rug.” 

2. Then, point to each object in the picture and ask a student to tell you where it is. 

3. Divide the class into pairs. Give each pair a picture of a living room. One student should ask where an object is and the other student should point to it and give the answer.

4. Repeat this activity with pictures of other rooms (kitchen, bedroom, bathroom).

Activity 14 – Draw a room

1. Review all the words you have learned for the living room and the bedroom. Also, review the five prepositions. 

2. Divide the class into pairs. Give each pair a copy of the living room worksheet provided at the end of this unit. Each pair will draw a room together on the bottom of the worksheet, following the directions on the worksheet.  If students cannot read well enough to follow the written directions, the teacher will read the directions for the living room and ask a student to demonstrate by drawing the room on the board.

3. Then ask the students, working in pairs, to draw the living room.  Repeat the directions as students draw each object. 

4. After they are finished, have each pair stand up and show their drawing to the class. They should point to each item and say where it is. 

5. Repeat with the bedroom worksheet.

Teacher Reminder: Remember to write down the new words from each class. Also, write that day’s date. This list should coincide with the words your students have added to their flashcards. Go over the list of words from every class at the beginning of the next class.
